Suicide Prevention and Self Harm Intervention Program
GP partners Adelaide (under the banner of the Access to Allied Psychological Services (ATAPS) Program) has established a Self Harm Intervention Service to address the issue of suicide prevention. The service became operational on January 1st 2012.

It is staffed by a dedicated, Clinical Psychologist with back up from a Psychology practice team. The Psychologists offer risk assessment and immediate, short term counselling support for people during a period of high self harm risk. There is no cost for the service but it is not a crisis service.
 
The aim is to prevent the incidence of self harm/suicide and reduce hospitalisation.
 
Who is eligible?
  
 People who, after a suicide attempt or self harm incident, have been discharged in to the care 
   of a GP 
 People who have presented to a GP/Emergency Department  after an  incident of self harm
 People who have expressed strong suicide ideation to their GP
  
What is the referral process?
 
1. Contact the Clinical Psychologist via phone during business hours on 0488 004 972 
The call will be answered by a Clinical Psychologist  
 
2. GP/ED Staff offers an overview of the situation
Client contact details are also provided to the Clinical Psychologist
 
3. An appointment is made with the client
This may happen whilst the client is still with the GP/ED Staff or the Clinical Psychologist will call the client within 72 hours

 4. The Clinical Psychologist reports back to the clients GP via letter or phone
Short term counselling and support is provided

5. The Clinical Psychologist keeps the GP informed of progress and outcomes

After Hours the Suicide Support Service offers counselling to clients by phoning 1800 859 585. Assessment and Crisis Intervention Service still need to be contacted on 13 14 65 in the event of a crisis situation.
